Meeting opened at 5:02 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance and Roll Call.  A quorum was affirmed.

FINANCIAL REPORTS:

A.  SEPTEMBER EXPENDITURES:
Chief Welsch explained to the board that the year to date percentage was off.  
Member Click asked "Who was responsible for reviewing the financial packet this month."

Clerk Friedlund stated "Chairman Drinen asked me to review the financial packet.  I was unable to make time to do that so I asked Member Timberman if she could review the packet this month.  She has reviewed it and signed off on it."

Chief Welsch explained to the board that we would be making up one full financial packet for one of the board members to review, they will be getting the reports in their packet that they are familiar with.  
Chief Welsch stated "Taxes are starting to come in and we will begin to make budgeted purchases very soon."

OFFICE MANAGER’S REPORT – Kim Ball
A.  Ambulance Billing Report:  SEPTEMBER 2013:

We charged out $31,480.71 in ambulance billing in September.  We received $18,450.18 in payments and our aging report went down to $56,739.86.  Resident subsidy for the month was $5,761.03 bringing our 
year to date figure up to $9,578.60.  We were over paid by Medicare and have re-paid the $330.60 that was over paid.  
We have finished the billing for the Bear Jaw crew to Highlands, that billing totals $71,745.56.  We have received $7,156.51 from that billing to date. 
Clerk Friedlund asked "How long will it take them to pay us?"

Office Manager Ball replied "When they get paid they will pay us, but it could take months."

Clerk Friedlund asked "Is this money tied to the government shut down."

Chief Welsch replied "It may be."

Our collections total on the ambulance billing went up to $38,614.59.  No out of district payments have been received.
Chief Welsch stated "We will be looking at those collection totals and anything over 3 years will probably need to be written off to bad debt."
B.  MONTHLY RUN LOG COMPARISON REPORT:  SEPTEMBER 2013
In September we had 44 medical calls, 4 fire calls and 25 special duty calls; for a total of 73 for the month.  We saw 26 individuals in the med room and that brings our month total to 99.  There were 31 transports with 32 individuals transported.  There were 57 calls inside the district or 78% and 16 calls outside the district or 16%.  Our call volume is up this year from the last two years.

Chief Welsch stated "No real exceptional fire calls, we have had several exceptional medical calls.  We have had several difficult extrication calls, several cardiac calls and an interesting shortness of breath call."

"We have received our ISO rating back we are still an ISO of 5.  I thought we would have improved but because the hydrants weren't tested for so many years that was a strike against us.  I have talked to the water company and they have sent out a person to do the hydrant testing, I should have those records sometime in January and then every January from now on." 

"We also have a right of way issue with the water company.  The water line out front is not in the utility easement it is on our property.  The water company called an asked the chief if they could have an easement for that water line, chief has received the information and the Chairman and Clerk of the board will need to sign.  This easement will not affect our building a new station or anything else.  The verbiage in the easement states if they vacate that easement the property comes back to us."
Chief Welsch stated "Chairman Drinen and I went to the committee meeting about the county taking over all fire districts.  It seems that the whole issue was started by a several people that had personal vendettas against fire districts that they lived in.  There are only two people on the committee who support the fire districts, so we will need to keep an eye on what is going on with this committee.  I will continue to go to the committee meetings and keep you up dated."
Chief Welsch stated "I was elected to the AFDA board of directors this month.  My goal is to involve more fire districts in AFDA.  I would like to see more board members go to the AFDA meetings.  The larger districts have representatives on the board so I would like to see more of the small districts representatives."
