ADMINISTRATIVE REMARKS:

Chairman Drinen welcomed Captain Tope and explained that Chief Welsch is at a training and Captain Tope would be sitting in for him.

FINANCIAL REPORTS:

A.  JUNE EXPENDITURES:
Chairman Drinen stated "We are right in line with where we should be at this time of year.  Some categories are a little over and others are way under."

Chairman Drinen asked the board if they had any questions or wanted to discuss anything about the budget.  There were no questions and no further discussion.
OFFICE MANAGER’S REPORT – Kim Ball
A.  Ambulance Billing Report:  JUNE 2014:
In June we billed out $55,247.80 in ambulance billing.  We received $8114.56 in payments with a year to 

date figure of $131,591.24.  Resident subsidy for June was $2603.29 with a year to date figure of $31,197.45 going back into the community.  The aging report for June is $84,998.79.  Out of district billing for June was $500.00 with a year to date figure of $9,116.79.  
Wildland billing for the Bear Jaw Crew in June was $10,892.55. 
B.  MONTHLY RUN LOG COMPARISON REPORT:  JUNE 2014
The department went on 60 Medical calls, 8 Fire calls, 24 Special Duty calls for a total of 92 calls in June.
We saw 47 individuals in the med room bring our call numbers up to 139.  There were 45 transports with 46 individuals being transported.  There were 75 calls inside the district or 82% and 17 calls outside the district or 18%.  The call volume is running comparable to 2012.

FLAGSTAFF COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT:  Discussion and Vote
Office manager Ball explained to the board that this agreement with Flagstaff is the usual agreement with the cooperative (Flagstaff, Summit, Ponderosa, Highlands, Pinewood and Camp Navajo).  With this agreement if we have a major problem out here and need help none of these departments will charge us for that help.  Captain Tope brought up that we also hope to have cooperative training sessions and use of the burn tower in Flagstaff.

Chairman Drinen stated "Do I have a motion to approve the Flagstaff cooperative agreement?"
