3. Administrative Remarks:
Chairman Drinen had no administrative remarks. 
4. Approval of Minutes: June 16, 2020:
Minutes approved as presented. 
5. Correspondence: 
Office Manager Mohler stated that she passed around two thank you cards written to the board. 

6. Financial Reports: 
Chief Tope said that we are at 100% through the fiscal year and the expense categories are as follows: 1000 HR Salaries and Overtime is at 102.11%, 2000 Physical Resources is at 59.01%, 3000 Operational Expenses is at 79.47% and Capital Expenditures is at 37.37% leaving the total expenditures for the fiscal year at 85.63%.
7. Office Managers Report: 

Office Manager Mohler stated that we collected over $11,844.25 in ambulance revenue. She stated that our outstanding balance is much lower than it was this time last year. Chief Tope reviewed the run log with the board
8. Chiefs Report:  
A. Response Exception Reports:
Chief Tope stated the guys have responded to multiple vehicle fires on the highway and assisted with a few mutual aid calls with Copper Canyon. 
B. Update on Legislative Issues:
Chief Tope said he had nothing legislatively to report on.  
C. Operational Report: 
Chief Tope reported that PJ Lingley is now working for the State as a Zone Assistant Fire Management Officer and is done working for Bear Jaw. He said that he will be using his accrued sick time until September when he will officially retire. Chief Tope let the board know that we will be doing a small retirement celebration for PJ and his family on Saturday, August 8th at 11 a.m.
Chief Tope informed the board that the captains are currently enrolled in a captains training course. In the future, this course will be open to any fire department individual who would like the opportunity to test and promote to a captain and utilize this training course to assist with that. He said the course is set to run for 18 weeks with a class every other Wednesday that run for about two hours. He reported that Robert O’Neill, who killed Osama Bin Laden, will be a guest speaker at tomorrows meeting. 

Next, Chief Tope stated that the Securis Board has had two meetings, one in person and the other via Zoom, to get the workers comp policies in place. He said this new worker’s comp group has an on-call triage nurse and once the call in placed with the triage nurse, they assist with all the paperwork and help figure out what the injured worker should do. 
Chief Tope let the board know that Agee’s has been working to put together a fundraiser for the fire department. He said that on Saturday, September 5th Agee’s alcohol beverage providers will be giving Agee’s their alcohol for free that day and all alcohol sales will go directly to Pinewood Fire District. He said they will also be doing an online live auction of items that have been donated. 

Lastly, Chief Tope let the board know that the Hochstrasser Family Trust made a donation of $25,000 to the fire district that went into June’s deposits.

9. DISCUSSION AND VOTE: Approval of 2020-2021 budget: 

Chief Tope said that once the carryover figures were received from the County he went ahead and adjusted the budget to account for the difference in funds. He went and reviewed those decreases he had to make to the budget. He said in the 1000 class, Office Manager Mohler found an error in the formula which freed up $7500 dollars. He reported that the 2000 class had no adjustments made. In the 3000 class, he stated that he increased the line item for E41 maintenance and repairs up to account for the $46,000 dollar bill that we paid in the beginning of July for the partial engine rebuild that it needed. Lastly, he reported that he had to decrease funds in the 4000 class to make up the difference in what was lessened in the carryover total. The board had no further questions. 

Chairman Drinen asked for a motion to approve the 2020-2021 budget.



Member Rose moved and Member Barnes seconded. The vote passed unanimously.

10. DISCUSSION AND VOTE: Approval of Resolution 2020-02 Authorizing the engagement of the Coconino County Attorney as the District’s Attorney for FY2020-2021:

Chief Tope told the board that this is the annual approval we do each year. Chief Tope told the board that we have had to use the attorney’s office a few times in the last two years and have received quick and through information. 
Chairman Drinen asked for a motion to approve the resolution to use the Coconino County Attorney’s office as our attorney of choice for FY2020-2021. Member Treharne moved and Clerk Timberman seconded. The vote passed unanimously.
