September 15, 2020
1. Call to Order & Pledge of Allegiance:

3. Administrative Remarks:
Chairman Drinen stated that the last AFDA report sent from Chief Tope stated that they will be offering a one day elected officers mandatory training on February 19, 2021 with details of location and time to be given at a later date. 
4. Approval of Minutes: August 18, 2020:
Minutes approved as presented. 
5. Correspondence: 
Office Manager Mohler reported that there was no correspondence. 
6. Financial Reports: 
Chief Tope said that we are at 16.67% through the fiscal year and the expense categories are as follows: 1000 HR Salaries and Overtime is at 17.41% which is high due to the usual summer time OT, 2000 Physical Resources is at 1.28%, 3000 Operational Expenses is at 20.92% which is high due to the E41 repairs and Capital Expenditures is at 4.5% leaving the total expenditures for the fiscal year at 12.89%.
7. Office Managers Report: 

Office Manager Mohler stated that we collected over $13,716 in ambulance revenue. She stated that our outstanding balance is a little higher than last year and we think this will stay that way for a bit as payments are coming in slower, most likely due to the current COVID situation. She also reported that Fire Recovery USA has brought in a consistent amount of revenue for vehicle stabilization and scene safety billings. Chief Tope reviewed the run log with the board.
8. Chiefs Report:  
A. Response Exception Reports:
Chief Tope stated that Bear Jaw is currently in California on the Fork Fire. He reminded the board that PJ Lingley left in July for another job and is not PSPRS retired and Robert Ortiz is currently taking a few weeks period to manage the crew and prepare for the upcoming testing process to fill PJ’s position. He said this testing will happen sometime in October/November and he would keep the board informed on the outcome. 

Next, he reported that on Sunday night there was an MVA in which the driver hit an elk and ended up in the opposite side of the highway where another car hit them. He said there was 1 fatality and the driver of the first vehicle who hit the elk most likely had to have multiple amputations but due to the good medical care, she should live. 

Last, Chief stated that we had a chimney fire within the park. He said that the chimney was poorly installed, and the fire fell through the bottom and caused a fire in the floor and wall area. He said the responding crew had to cut into the floors, chimney and wall area to get the fire out and the residents were okay due to the working smoke alarm that sounded for them to get out of the house and call for help.  
B. Update on Legislative Issues:
Chief Tope said he had nothing legislatively to report on.  
C. Operational Report: 
Chief Tope said that Office Manager Mohler and he would be taking an FLSA webinar class that was scheduled to run from Tuesday through Friday of the current week. 

Next, Chief said that he has given all the Captains and acting captains a section or two each of the current admin regulations and asked them to revise and update them. He said once this part is done, they will move on to reviewing the policies and procedures as well. 

Chief Tope stated that the Agee’s fundraiser brought in $30,000. He said they are super excited to be starting to plan for one possibly two fundraisers next year and as soon as there were further details he would share it with the board. 

Chief Tope said they are finishing up week six of the Officer Development Program (ODP) and three new students have been added. He said it has been a very good and educational program. One of the classes prior speakers was Robert O’Neill who killed Osama Bin Laden. He said Robert signed a book that he wrote about his experience and leadership and sent one to each of the program’s students. 

Lastly, Chief Tope stated that today there was a COVID testing and flu vaccination event hosted by the County and supported by both the Pinewood Fire District and the Country Club who allowed us to use part of their parking lot for this to happen. He said the County personnel on site said they did around 60 flu vaccines for residents at their event.
